Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-housing Program ($1.6 million) awarded by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development to the Housing Finance and Community Development Division, provides financial assistance and services for eligible expenses to prevent individuals and families from becoming homeless and helps the homeless to be quickly re-housed and stabilized.  

Services include:  short-term or medium-term rental assistance and housing relocation and stabilization services, including such activities as mediation, credit counseling, security or utility deposits, utility payments, moving cost assistance and case management.  These services are sub-contracted to Broward Regional Health Planning Council Inc. (BRHPC) to implement with other Collaborates.  

To determine eligibility for assistance, Broward County residents must call BRHPC at 954-561-9681.  The funds also allow the local community to add jobs by hiring case workers and other staff to support families and individuals on the road to self-sufficiency.
