2008 CDBG Disaster Recovery 

The Consolidated Security, Disaster Assistance, and Continuing Appropriations Act, 2009, (Public Law 110-329, approved September 30, 2008) appropriated $6.5 billion for recovery from 2008 disasters. The funding is for the impact of the storms and Florida’s recovery needs due to Tropical Storm Fay, Hurricane Ike and Hurricane Gustav in 2008. Funds must be used only for disaster relief, long-term recovery, and restoration of infrastructure, housing and economic revitalization in areas affected by hurricanes, flooding and other natural disasters that occurred during 2008, for which the President declared a major disaster under Title IV of the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 5121 et. seq.) Federal requirements clearly state that the funds can be used only for disaster relief and long-term recovery, and mitigation in communities affected by the specified disasters. Funds will be directed through the Florida Department of Community Affairs to areas with the greatest need. Broward County is eligible to apply for $764,301.
The Broward County Housing Finance and Community Development Division, 110 NE 3rd Street, Fort Lauderdale, Florida 33301, will solicit public comments on the Florida Department of Community Affairs 2008 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) HUD Disaster Recovery Funds application. All interested agencies, organizations, and persons are invited to submit comments to the address below through April 30, 2010. The Broward County Housing Finance and Community Development Division (BCHF&CDD) will review and respond to all comments prior to the final grant acceptance. A proposal stakeholder meeting will be held for the referenced application on Tuesday April 27, 2010 at 10 AM, at 110 NE 3rd Street, Fort Lauderdale, Florida 33301.
