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Impacts of Housing Bubble & Recession

Despite the reduction in real estate values, housing
affordability remains a problem in Broward County, especially
for very low and low income households.

How do we continue to provide opportunities for affordable
housing in the current economic environment?

Reduction in population growth & tax revenues is impacting
local governments ability to maintain public services &
requiring the deferment of capital improvements.

How do we maintain public services & address capital
improvement needs with declining tax revenues?

Planning for Climate Change

Major Issue Considerations:

v" Southeast Florida Region is one of the most vulnerable regions in
the nation to climate change impacts.

v" Region is home to 5.5 million people, rich in natural resources;
economic and environmental sustainability is of regional and
national significance.

v Rising sea levels have already begun to strain local drainage
systems.

v" Salt water intrusion impacts on the drinking water supply is critical
concern.




Planning for Climate Change

Analysis/Finding:
* 602,325 Broward County residents live within 5 miles of the coast in
350,000 dwelling units. By 2035, coastal resident population is

projected to increase to 823,686. (source: Broward County Population Forecast
Model, 2009)

* The Broward Climate Change Task Force completed a Surface
Elevation study to evaluate vulnerability of tidal influenced portions
of the County for one, two and three foot sea level rise scenarios.
Under a one foot rise scenario, nearly 2000 homes, 200 businesses
and 4 major roadways would be impacted with property losses

valued at S459M. (source: Broward County PRD — GIS Section using 2009 Lidar Data
generated by the State of Florida Department of Emergency Management.
