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Live Oak Shelter

This medium-sized shelter accommodates 60 guests. When you enter the park, take the first right after the playground. It is
the first shelter on your right. Live Oak Shelter is located near a children’s playground and the park’s Marina where patrons can
rent paddleboats and canoes.

Shelter Rental Fees: Weekday Rate: $50 For All-Day Rental
Weekend Rate: $ 110 For All-Day Rental
Holiday Rate: $ 110 For All-Day Rental
Security Deposit: $50 Paid at check-in/returned same day

The Security/Cleanup Deposit is to be paid the day of your event, prior to setting up your shelter, and will be refunded the same day providing
the following items have been met:
= All garbage is removed from shelter floor.
All garbage is placed in trash cans.
All food is removed from barbecue grills.
All decorations and tape/affixers have been removed.
Charcoal in grills is spread out to ensure extinguishing.
\ Do not take charcoal out of grill.
v Do not place charcoal on the ground or in garbage cans.
=  Area around shelter is cleaned up. (No garbage/trash on ground, etc.)
= All tables removed from shelter have been placed back in shelter, in orderly fashion.

The Live Oak Shelter offers the following:

= Approximately eight single picnic =  Two double barbecue grills . Restrooms located within walking
tables distance
. One electrical outlet . Four single trash cans . One water spigot

Gate Admission Fee: There is a $1.50 per person gate admission fee for persons 6 years of age and older; children 5 years of
age and under are free.

Prepaid Gate Admission Passes: If you wish to provide prepaid gate admission passes for your guests, please contact the
park office in advance, prior to arriving at the park. To ensure ample time is provided for distribution of passes, please order in
advance as passes cannot be distributed on the day of the event at the entrance gate.
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
